We certainly wish him the best and 
hope to see him at a future show.

One of the difficulties we encountered, 
however, was the large number of cattle 
needed – we used a total of 678 head.  To 
ensure enough fresh cattle, we had to use 
more than one supplier and that increased 
our costs.  We will continue to work the 
numbers to make sure the Association 
stays financially sound.  One of the things 
we will be looking at for next year is 
whether it makes economic sense to con-
tinue the aged event classes.  Right now, 
we lose money on most of these classes.  
This is an issue on the survey so let us 
know what you think.  Whatever we do, it 
has to be structured in a way that we do 
not lose money on the class.
